e) the report and recommendation prepared by Bernard Greene, Senior Planner, informed by the
Environmental Impact Assessment Screening Report dated 21 November 2023 prepared by Traynor
Environmental Ltd. on behalf of Leitrim County Council that the proposed development would not be
likely to have a significant effect on the receiving environment either directly, indirectly or cumulatively
with other developments in the area.

Leitrim County Council has determined that the proposed Housing Development at Keshcarrigan would not be
likely to have any significant effects on the environment and, accordingly, that the preparation and submission
of an Environmental Impact Assessment Report is not required.
